[image: ]Invitation for General Practitioners to attend 
specialised online training on trans health care
Thursday 29th October 2020 8:00 p.m. to 10.30 p.m. 

The Malta College of Family Doctors (MCFD) in collaboration with the SOGIGESC Unit within the Human Rights Directorate (HRD) is inviting General Practitioners to attend an online training session on trans healthcare to be held on Thursday 29th October between 8:00 p.m. and 10.30 p.m. delivered by experts from Ghent University Hospital. 
The session’s objective is to ensure that general practitioners are equipped with the necessary tools to provide specialist knowledge on the treatment of generic conditions of trans patients as well as to safeguard the inclusion of trans patients in general practice environments.
The session aims to answer some of the following questions:
· What is the role of the GP in the care of trans patients?
· What are the services offered by the Gender Wellbeing Clinic?
· How does a GP initiate and maintain a communication channel between the Gender Wellbeing Clinic and primary care doctors e.g. management letters, access to results and summaries on myHealth website?
· Which treatment options will GPs be given access to for starting treatment, changing doses, etc.?
· How can support be provided by the GP during the coming out phase; during the transition; during and after treatment?
· What are the different care needs of children, adolescents, adults, older trans persons?
· What should the GP look for during hormonal treatment in trans men, trans women, non-binary persons? 
· What should the GP look out for post-surgery?
The session forms part of a series of trainings being offered as part of the EU project TRANSFORM: Raising standards of health care service provision for LGBTIQ people co-funded by the Rights, Equality and Citizenship (REC) Programme (2014-2020).
